Whereas the traditional OCR/ICR technologies recognize only printed or sans serif
handwritten characters, the IWR technology (Intelligent Word Recognition) developed
by A2iA goes further and allows to automatically reading freeform cursive
handwriting by recognizing words or strings of words.

Thus, the A2iA technology allows to take into account all formats of writing,
from the more simple (printed or sans serif handwritten characters) to
the more complicated (freeform cursive handwritten characters).

The IDR classification technology (Intelligent Document Recognition)
especially developed by A2iA removes the boundary between structured
documents (forms) and slightly or non structured documents (free
mails).

Whatever the type of document or writing, A2iA locates, extracts and
recognizes the whole flow of handwritten and printed information and
transmits it in digital format.
